Development Officer’s Report for 2005/06
Primary Schools

· Leisure and Cultural Services Department(LCSD) School Sports Programme

This programme continues as the main netball promotion force for the primary schools.  This year we have 6 schools applied for the 8-week Easy Sport Netball Training course Scheme and 10 courses were held from April 2005 to March 2006 and over 200 students have played the sport.  On the other hand, 3 schools had requested for Netball Demonstration sessions to be held at their schools and over 300 students were being introduced to the sport.
Secondary Schools
· Schools Netball Promotion Programme
From September 2005 to May 2006 a total of 27 schools were visited and over 800 students have learnt the basic skills of netball over a period of 4 weeks’ time.
From there a number of schools had continued to play netball actively and participated in the Inter-School Development League. 
· Hong Kong Schools Sports Federation(HKSSF) Inter-School Development League
In order to provide matchplay opportunities to netball developing schools, HKSSF has kindly approved a new level of competition in addition to the existing HKSSF Inter-school Netball League.  The league was held on Saturdays and a total of 9 schools competed in a double round robin system which took place from March to May 2006.  Positive response regarding the league had been received from both players and teachers.  Special thanks to all umpires who had dedicated their weekends and the league would not be as successful without them.
Tertiary Institutes
· HK Polytechnic University(HKPU) Promotion

A 3-day promotion was held from 8-10 February 2006 at the HKPU.  Videos of the game were shown and demonstration as well as play-in sessions were also held.  Over a hundred students have experience the game and response was positive.

· No. of Institutes
The number of tertiary institutes that actively plays netball remained at 3, namely The University of Science and Technology(HKUST), University of Hong Kong(HKU) and The Institute of Education(HKIEd) for the past few years.  The Chinese University of Hong Kong(CUHK), and the Baptist University of Hong Kong(BUHK) who had participated in the Inter Tertiary Netball Invitational Tournament were the potentials who could become netball-active institutes.  Unfortunately owing to other commitments and mis-communications among students who used to play netball within these institutes, new netball clubs still were not able to establish. 
· Going forward
Unlike secondary schools, it is quite difficult to convene students and get information flow in tertiary institutes.  We would have to gather players information and track who will be studying in tertiary institutes in the future so that we could start contacting respective students and promoting at institutes to make sure we keep these players in the sport and expand the number of netball active institutes.
Development Youth Squad (DYS)
· Progress Report

DYS is running into its second year and we have seen players who has successfully selected into the Youth squad.  This year new players have been selected into the squad and making progress in the League by a couple of wins in Division 3.  
Training is focused at strengthening their basic skills such as ball handling, timing and vision, etc.

· Inter Tertiary Netball Invitational Tournament 2005 / 
Joint University Netball Tournament 2006
Since its augural tournament in 2001, which also marks the history of netball in Hong Kong as the first Official Men’s tournament, the Inter-Tertiary Netball Tournament continues to be the biggest event for the netball-active Institutions.
The Netball Club of the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology (HKUST) who is the organiser of the event, offered great support throughout the years.
In 2006, the tournament has expanded into a 3-day tournament, with the organizing responsibility sharing between the 3 Institutions (Joint University Netball Tournament organising committee formed by students from HKUST, HKU & HKIEd) and the tournament has transformed into the Joint University Netball Tournament.  Each institute would host the tournament in turn and prizes were awarded to the champion and runners-up of each of the Men’s and Ladies’ Section respectively.  The Overall Champion of the Men’s and Ladies’ Section were also awarded.

Training Courses

With the support from LCSD, Summer Netball Training Courses and Elementary Training Courses continued to offer to the general public targeted at ages 8-12 and 13-18.
Umpiring & Coaching Development
· Chinese Version of Rules

The current version (2001) of rules had already been translated into Chinese.  This has helped newly formed Chinese Taipei Netball Association in understanding and promoting the game in Taiwan.   In addition, it would also help to promote the game at grassroots level locally.  Future planning includes translating the Umpiring Theory Exam into Chinese so that candidates could choose to take the exam in either Chinese or English.

· Umpiring Development
Two Pre-practical Umpiring Courses were offered in January and February respectively and responses were positive.  It is suggested that these courses could offer prior to or in the beginning of the netball season to improve the standard of umpiring in the League.

· Coaching Development
Coaching courses were offered to the students at HKIEd so that these future teachers could help promote the sport at schools.
