Team selection
· The squad will be going to Singapore during Easter for an invitational tournament.  The event will be partly funded by LCSD and partly by the girls themselves.  It is confirmed that each player will pay HKD2,000 for the trip.  VA informed that both the existing manager and physiotherapist are unable to join the squad for the Singapore trip.  VA will be looking at alternatives for the manager and physiotherapist role for the trip.  Reminder to send out parent’s letter ASAP.  

· It was agreed that the squad will be reduced to 16 by the end of April.  The selection will take place on 3rd April Saturday when the squad plays with a visiting team.  If the selection panel needs some more time to observe the players, the two subsequent Friday trainings will be used.  The squad of 16 will be announced before end of April.   VA mentioned that she needs 16 players to ensure there are sufficient girls for training.  The 16 does not include the overseas players.

· The final team of 12 (which might include overseas players) plus reserves will be announced by end of May.

· Fund Raising Walkathon is to be held on 24th February.  Most of the youth squad players and DYS players will be requested to participate in this event.  AW confirmed that Daisy Ho, our Patron, and herself as President will pledge HKD200 and HKD50 to each youth/DYS player that would participate.
