4. National Squad – U21

Singapore Tour (see report for details)
Singapore Trip report was submitted. The tour was successful. After the tour, it was found that fitness is the major weakness of the squad. 
Monthly Report (see report for details)
· Rob Wright from Netball NSW was invited to have a training section with the squad on 15th March. 

· The three girls that do not qualified, due to age requirement, was announced by AW on 5th April after the game with Gable Hall School from UK.
· The official announcement of the first selection will be made after the first cut on 11th April training session. The local  squad members will be reduced from 20 to 13.  2, or hopefully 3, out of the 5 overseas players will return in Mid-May to join the squad training.
