	4.   National Squads – U21
· Appointment of Team Officials for U21 Squad 2006/07
Coach - Two applications were received by the Council.  The application letter, together with the resumes were emailed to all council members and voting done by email.  Ms Jane Lloyds-Evans received the majority vote.  The Council confirmed the appointment of Jane Lloyds-Evans as the Youth Coach for the 2008 Youth Squad.

The Council received an email from the other applicant voicing out that a “formal” interview has not been conducted, in which she was informed by the President that she would interview the applicants.  The President presented the case to the Council and confirmed that a brief interview had been conducted with both candidates.  It was agreed by the Council members that a brief interview had been done and agreed with the President that a detailed interview might not be required as the President felt she knew both candidates already and the resumes presented were in very detailed form.  However the Council agrees that there is always room to improve, and in a situation where a detailed interview is not required, perhaps it would be better to inform the candidates involved that detail interview will not be conducted.  KR will draft a brief response to the candidate.

· SELECTOR – HKNA receives only one application (Lorraine Pak), it was agreed that Lorraine be appointed as one of the selectors.   It was agreed by the Council that HKNA will send another invitation to all clubs requesting for selectors.  If there is any application, an email will be circulated to all council members for endorsement.  If there is no other response, Jane and Lorraine will identify / invite a selector and will also need to get members’ endorsement.
