· The Council did not like the idea of Ap Lei Chau Sports Centre as this will add our total number of venues to four, which is highly undesirable.

· We will try to liaise with LCSD for option one for first half season (ie unchanged from current arrangement) and take option two for the second half season.   Lorraine will take this up with Kathy and then with LCSD.
