HKFC needs to have some of their teams at HKFC each week to do desk duty so that needs to be considered as well.

Wong Chuk Hang is not always available for 3 time slots so this also impacts on the draw. Some teams have contacted me and have asked me to look at game times and if they could be at the same venue as other club teams etc.
