1. Objectives of 2005/06

It would be discussed in the 2nd committee meeting.

2. Committee

Job responsibilities for respective Committee members were distributed.  AW would review individually with each member so that a yearly plan can be drafted for committee’s review later.
Committee meetings would be held on the second Tuesday of each month at Dot Cod (except the June meeting which will be held on 28th June.  No meetings for July and August due to holidays)
It was agreed that AW, KC, CL and AF be nominated to operate the bank accounts (with any two signing jointly).   Bank mandate would be updated accordingly.
Committee accepted the financial statements, AW and CL to sign on the financial statements which have been adopted during the AGM.
New committee information would be sent out to the relevant parties by LP and AF.

3. National Squad for the Asian Championship 2005

The current National Squad of 12 members for the Asian Championship 2005 had withdrawn from the team. 

$51,000 had been raised by the girls. According to AW, the amount should be able to cover all the expenses to date. It was recommended to the committee that the girls get all their full contribution back.  The balance, if any, would be retained by HKNA, with the current team of 12 recommending how the funds would be used for the development of netball.  The committee unanimously agreed.

There was a discussion to whether the HKNA should select another team to replace the withdrawn team to represent Hong Kong in September in the Asian Championship.    It is the committee’s consensus that Hong Kong would send a team to the Asian Championship.

However, there were concerns raised by some members about sending another team to represent Hong Kong. With probably only 5 or 6 current players that might reconsider to play in the new team, some expressed the worry about where the rest of the players would be coming from. It was also mentioned that the skills and the physical endurance of the new team members would be comparatively not as good as the previous team.

If coaching cost was the concern of the team, Lorraine has offered to be the coach without pay and the practice venue would be held at Sham Shui Po outdoor court which is free to use.    Lorraine expressed her confidence of getting enough players mainly from Division I & II and even a few potential players from Division III & IV.  She stressed that commitment to training is the key to form a new team as there is only 3 months prior to the Championship.

The extended deadline of sending the list of players to Singapore is June 15th. The trial would be held on Saturday 11 and Sunday 12 June. A team of 16 would be chosen and eventually it would be cut down to 12. 
The committee agrees that an email would be sent out to inform the clubs about the decision of sending a team to the Asian Champ and request for an open trial.  
4. Development

HKNA had proposed a Division II Inter-School League to the Hong Kong Schools Sports Federation (who is the organiser of all the Inter-School Competitions)  and  have received their endorsement. 6-8 schools are expected to join and the league would be held from Jan-Mar 2006.  HKNA would support the coaching/umpiring/league logistic.

5. League

Men’s League

1 team from Australian Association and 3 University teams have shown interest in the Men’s League. CL would be exploring the possibility of establishing the Men’s League. The game day would be held on other weekdays(Tuesday, initially) than Mondays.

6. Website - Update

7. The next meeting would be held on 28th June, 2005.
